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Prelude Packing List 

ALL CAMPERS:
Required – 2 pens, 2 pencils, 1 metronome,  and1 narrow, three ring binder.  
Please bring all music Julia has mailed to you!
PIANISTS: Bring the chamber music you are assigned to play.

STRING PLAYERS: Be sure that your instruments and bows are in good repair (fresh strings and clean, plentiful hair). You must have a folding music stand, and should bring a full extra set of strings.

BEDDING:

1 sets sheets - 30” X 74”

1 pillow, 1 pillow case

2 warm blankets or sleeping bag
2 towels, including 1 beach size

CLOTHING:

2 bathing suits

1 pairs pajamas 
1 long sleeved, warm shirts

1-2 sweaters/sweat shirts

1 fleece jacket

1 poncho/rainwear

8 t-shirt/short sleeved shirts

2-3 pairs of shorts

1-2 pants/jeans 
8 sets underwear

8 pairs socks

1 + pairs sneakers/hiking shoes

CONCERT DRESS:

Boys: 1 pair slacks, 1 good shirt, dress shoes
Girls:  1 dress (knee-length) or other nice outfit for concert (not short skirt)

MISCELLANEOUS:

Toothbrush & paste, soap, shampoo, Comb, brush, tissues, 1 laundry bag
Medication prescribed by a physician

Extra prescription glasses/contacts
Flashlight with extra batteries & bulb

Mosquito repellent, sun screen

Books, notepaper, stamps, camera
2 re-usable Water bottles
REMINDER: Cabin space is limited. A foot locker gives campers a way to be organized under their bunks (19” maximum height). A box/laundry basket will work too. Try to pack layers of clothing prepared for hot or cold weather. Vermont can be chilly in the morning or at night. Long sleeves/ pants are good protection against mosquitoes.
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
